 The city will hold a “Meet the Candidates Forum” on August 8 at 8:00 pm.  Please 

plan to attend to ask questions to the council candidates and hear what they have to say.

Backflow Prevention 

 For customers with underground 

sprinkling systems. Current state plumbing 

code requires a backflow preventer on all 

underground sprinkling systems. The back-

flow preventer is a device that prevents im-

purities or contaminants from being drawn 

into the drinking water system. Many sprin-

kling systems already have the proper 

backflow preventer installed and need only 

be tested annually. Others may not meet 

state and local regulations and may need to 

be replaced with the proper backflow pre-

venter. The regulations also require a state 

certified backflow technician test the back-

flow preventer annually. If you have ques-

tions call Clayten Nelson at 752-2646 x2. 

 

Storm Water 

 Storm drains are NOT connected to 

the sanitary sewer or wastewater treatment 

plant.   

 The primary purpose of a storm drain 

is to carry rainwater and snowmelt away 

from developed areas to prevent flooding.  

As water flows over the ground it picks up a 

variety of pollutants which then flow to local 

storm water ponds, ditches and rivers.   

 River Heights City is committed to 

improving water quality and reducing the 

amount of pollutants entering waterways.  

Please help us achieve this goal by keeping 

driveways and curbsides clean. 

9-1-1 Communications 

 In 2016 the Sheriff’s Department  launched a 

new safety initiative called Smart911 for all resi-

dents of Cache County.   It is a free, private and 

secure system that allows individuals and families 

to sign up online and provide key information to 9-

1-1 centers.  The information entered into a Safety 

Profile is ONLY displayed to emergency dispatch-

ers when a call to 9-1-1 has been placed.  By creat-

ing a Safety Profile you can provide critical infor-

mation that enables a faster and more effective 

emergency response by law enforcement, fire, 

and emergency medical services.
