Public Hearing to Discuss City Code Changes: Councilmember Wright explained the few

changes he incorporated into the ‘Proposed Changes’ after the last meeting. He was asked to
read through all the proposed changes. He did so and answered questions.

Discussion was held on ‘permanent structure’ in #6. The idea was to continue to
disallow structures within 30’ of a flood zone, excluding moveable structures, such as some
fences. The only area where River Heights has a flood zone is near Spring Creek. It was decided
that the City Council would need to give permission for any type of structure to be built within a
flood zone.

Councilmember Wright explained some issues on the dumpster enclosures. He has
talked to Logan City and they are fine with the ordinance River Heights has come up with.

Parking issues were resolved to say that there needs to be enough parking space on a
property to park all the resident’s vehicles.

There were no comments from the public.

Commissioner Seeholzer moved to “pass the Proposed Changes to the City Code of
River Heights City, Utah, dated October 24, 2013, to the Council as amended.”
